
Use the Edit menu to split and merge points.

Merge Two Points
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This can be a handy 
way to fix any mistakes 

you make when using 
drawing tools.

and a 
path.

The point 
merges to 
the path...

and can move 
along the path, 
but not leave it.

Select a 
point on a 

path.

The point 
splits from 
its path...

and can be 
dragged 

anywhere.

Select a 
free point...

and the point 
to which it 
will merge.

Choose Edit | 
Merge Points.

The two points 
become one 

point.

A path can be a straight object, circle, arc, interior, point 
locus, or function.

Besides splitting points on paths, you can also split midpoints 
and intersections.
